John was arrested by Herod for the reason stated later in Matt. 14:3–4. We will discuss this in more detail when we get to Matt. 14 and parallels.


2.
On John 4:3 “He left Judea and departed again into Galilee,” note that Jesus went to Galilee after His baptism earlier in John 2:1ff., then went to Jerusalem in John 2:13, and is now going back “again” to Galilee.
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
